Why is this important?

Since the 19706s strimmers an

which then breaks down and, incidentally, encourages more rank
grass to grow, since itdés con
Our ancestors (and Jesus too, had He been involved in its
management!) would not have used strimmers, but the lighter
cut of scythes, and the greenery removed to feed livestock.
Sometimes sheep were brought in for limited periods to keep
things in order. The consequent impoverishment of the soil
actually encouraged the more delicate and very beautiful wild
flowers to thrive, so there was actually less grass to cut, but far
more diversity which allowed an abundance of pollinating insects
and invertebrates to flourish, which in turn supported a
healthier bat and bird population.

Decades of a wholesale mospproach to management of
churchyards, roadside verges, parks, gardens and the
countryside in general has precipitated a catastrophic decline in
all species. Climate change and increased use of pesticides has
also added to this decline. We can all do our bit to reverse this
trend, but it requires some shifts in our attitudes.

We | ook at herbage as a nui sail
that somehow, this untidiness is disrespectful. We need to
connect with Nature, get down on our knees and look at it
more closely. During the Chagford Bioblitz, we set up
microscopes and screens in the church, and many children and
members of the public saw with amazement the intricacies of a
minute spider, the mandibles of an ant, and a myriad of
extraordinary flies and beetles. This microworld is fundamental
to our sustainability. Without it we literally will not survive since
we need pollinators for our crops, and these creatures need
each other to sustain themselves.
